Ask them to support a Heritage 
Protection Bill!  And be sure to let them know that  this is NOT a Confederate Monument Bill, 
but a bill to protect ALL monuments to U.S. Veteran s.

As we continue our campaigns on addressing heritage 

violations against the anti-Anything-Confederate hysterical mob, it is 
truly great to get involved in a feel good story.

Over ten years 
ago, I received word that the young pre-school son of Mark Conger 
(former adjutant of our Allen Camp in Baton Rouge) had been 
diagnosed with leukemia. Distressing news of a nature that all of us, 
at some point, eventually are confronted with. The usual forwarding 
of the information to camp members, with a prayer requests 
followed.  The family was temporarily split. One parent accompanied 
the young patient out-of-state to a specialized Children’s Hospital, 
while the other took care of the home front (including three older 
young children).   

At some point reports came back that the child was fighting the good fight and improving.  
Mark remained current with his SCV membership, but could no longer attend our meetings.  He and 
his family understandably had much more pressing things to deal with. But on occasion I would get 
inquiries from Mark about heritage issues, sometimes accompanied by his letters to the editor or 
other such parties when an SCV stance needed support. The years went by, the child successfully 
overcame his illness. 

A few weeks ago I received word that this leukemia survivor, now 17, had recently earned the 
rank of Eagle Scout. A member of the Classical League and Drama Club at Catholic High (Baton 
Rouge); he designed, planned and led a team of scouts in constructing an outdoor activity learning 
center for children at a local church. He engaged in outdoor scouting activities which included a 53-
mile New Mexico backpacking excursion, 11,000-foot mountain climb and later an 87-mile canoe trip 
in the Minnesota wilderness. 
 I have prepared a Letter of Commendation and intend to present it today to Eagle Scout 
Michael V. Conger for his accomplishments. He and his two brothers (also Eagle Scouts) are proud of 
their Confederate ancestors (23 known). We hope to get them into the SCV soon. These are certainly 
the type of young men we cannot get enough of within our ranks.
